Y ung players are valued and treated with the highest level of

respect.

Training is held in Westmanstown sports centre every Saturday from10am. The children are divided up in groups by age and allcoaches have GAA recognised coaching qualifications.

We ask that all children arrive to training on time and are collectedpromptly. Please take special care regarding away matches.
Please ensure your child has an adequate breakfast prior to trainingto guarantee high energy levels and adequate clothing for the weather.
We ask parents to make themselves known to the coaches/mentorslooking after your child

Please note that Gum Shields must be worn for all children in allmatches and practice sessions.
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*All coaches and mentors are subject to Garda vetting and must complete the Code of Best Practice Course
